Hey, Kids! 

Sinkholes:  D-A-N-G-E-R-O-U-S, but really cool!

Hey, kids! Did you and your friends and family know that we live in karst

to have lots of caves and sinkholes in Indianola and Clifton Heights.  These 
are cool to learn about but can be dangerous.   

 Sinkholes are formed by water.  We know it sounds weird, but just wait. 
When the limestone and dolomite underneath the ground are dissolved 
by the ground water over lots of time, suddenly there are underground 
holes.  

Some become caves, some just holes in the ground like in the picture, and 
some just flat depressions that fill up like lakes when it rains. (After a few 
hours, the lake disappears, like Lake Nord in our neighborhood.) There are 
at least five sinkholes in a 2-block area in Indianola. 

There are dangers both to and from sinkholes. Putting litter in a sinkhole 
can poison plant and animal organisms.  Also, the litter pollutes all the 
water that runs out through the limestone and can get into our water 
supply.  By litter, we mean garbage, yard waste, paint and chemicals, 
animal droppings and general junk. So, next time you want to litter in a

Another thing is danger from sinkholes.  Unless you are careful and have

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ElderServe Offers support to Seniors and Families  

Louisville is a Compassionate City, and no less so in its care and support of 

elders.  Dianne Feltham, an Indianola-Clifton Heights resident and Senior 

Social Worker/Care Manager with ElderServe, shares information about this 

local organization. 

Q.  What is ElderServe and what does it do?  

A.   ElderServe is a nonprofit whose mission is to empower older adults to 

live independently with dignity. Its primary clients are adults aged 60 and 

older but staff will work with younger disabled adults with issues related to 

aging.  

Q. Can friends and family of elders also tap ElderServe resources? How? 

A. One call, that is alléwe accept self-referrals, family referrals, friends, caregivers.  We often fill the gap 

between service providers. 

Q. What are the 3-4 main services provided? 

¶ Care Management services: goals: to improve the older adultôs quality of life and reduce family and 

caregiver stress through assessment/monitoring, planning/problem-solving and education/advocacy, 

information/referrals through in-home visits, phone calls, or at our center.  

¶ Crime Victim Services: file police reports, assist with getting protective orders in case of domestic 

violence, escort older adults through the court process. 

¶ TeleCare program:  Telephone program that promotes social engagement and personal connection for 

older adults who might not otherwise receive it. Volunteer driven program that allows recipients to 

receive contact 5 days a week aimed at increasing socialization/decreasing isolation. Beauty of program 

is that if a volunteer notices changes in someone during routine calls a referral to a Care Manager can be 

made who can follow up concern with a phone call/home visit.   

¶ Friendly Visitor Program:  we match seniors with a volunteer so they can visit and do things together 

minimally twice a month. 

¶ Catch Healthy Habits: offers wellness workshops for adults 50+, taught by volunteers 50+. A new 

program is coming that will be adding nutrition/exercise education/support to seniors through home 

visits. 

 Q. What services might people NOT know ElderServe provides? 

We have a senior center on the west side of Louisville that is free to attendees with lots of activities on-

site. This location provides outings in the community; address 631 S. 28th St.
