One of the great things about living in a neighborhood like Clifton 

Heights is the ability to walk, in front of our residences and to the 

drugstore, the grocery store and other places.  Sometimes, though, 

our sidewalks present tripping hazards or have other problems.  Itôs 

a long-standing issue and we need your help in addressing it.   

In 2010, the Metro Council deleted a requirement that property 

owners make structural repairs to their sidewalks.  The 

responsibility now falls on Louisville Metro.  Unfortunately, there 

has never been enough funding to keep up with that obligation and 

the backlog of sidewalks needing repair is large.   

We successfully fought for additional funds for sidewalk repairs in the new Metro budget and we have 

committed most of the Capital Infrastructure Funds available this year to D9 sidewalk repairs. These funds will 

help us chip away at the need but wonôt solve everything that needs fixing.  

Sidewalks are on the repair list because someone has reported an issue and a Metro inspector has rated the 

sidewalk.  As funds are available, the worst rated sidewalks are repaired.  If your sidewalk needs repair, let us 

know so that we can get it inspected.  Putting it on the list will not mean an instant repair, because funding 

remains limited, but not reporting it will mean that it will never be considered for repair.  To report a sidewalk 

issue, put the exact address in an email to bill.hollander@louisvilleky.gov or kyle.ethridge@louisvilleky.gov, or 

call us at 574-1109.

Really??  Who knewé? 

There are myriad local ordinances most of us (or, more likely, 

someone else we know!) have broken unknowingly and been 

liable for citations or tickets.  Some of the most common ones 

observed being ignored or broken here in Clifton Heights are 

listed below: 

1. Parking within 30 feet of an intersection, including one with 

a stop sign. 

2. Parking across a sidewalk that happens to cross one's own 

driveway, thereby blocking passage on the sidewalk. 

3. Parking on the grass in one's yard. 

4. Using the center turning lane in a road-diet zone like 

Brownsboro Rd. to pass a slower vehicle. 

5. Leaving an animal tied outside between 8am and 6 pm but 

NOT on a trolley; or chained outside 6pm-8am more than 

ONE hour. 

6. Parking on the wrong side of a street facing oncoming 

traffic.

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After a Century of Experience, Blackburn & Davis Has Advice for Homeowners 

In their 102 years of plumbing, heating and air conditioning business, the workmen of Blackburn and Davis at 

2222 Frankfort Ave. have developed expertise in preparing homeownersô systems for each season. Two-thirds 

of its business is handling plumbing installation and repairs with the balance split between 

heating and A/C depending upon the season, explained owner Robert Franzman.   

Franzman is part of the original Davis family on his motherôs side, he explained.  A 

University of Louisville Business graduate, Franzman explained that the business started on 

Crescent Avenue and moved onto Frankfort Avenue in the early 1960s. The 13 service trucks 

are staffed by 22 people; plumbing trucks include a helper, all radio dispatched. Those people 

who take a truck home with them are the ones who are on call for emergency plumbing or 

HVAC issues. For service, call 893-5524. While they generally work Monday through 

Friday, 8:00 am to 4:30 pm, there is a weekend emergency number 423-7374. Call and record 

your message on the answering machine.  

The company also works as a subcontractor with about 15 contractors who are developing new buildings or 

handling renovations.   ñNo job is too big nor too small,ò commented Franzman. ñWe work on a number of 

churches in Clifton and the Highlands.ò 

Every fall, beginning in September, ñhomeowners need to check and service their furnace,ò advised Franzman. 

ñThere are 15 items we check on. For example, we do a CO (carbon monoxide) test to be sure that fumes go up 

and out of the furnace.  In some homes, pipes take the fumes up to the roof; some masonry vents and some 

plastic pipes go out the wall.ò Continuing the service, ñthen we oil, clean coils, and calibrate the thermostat, to 

be certain that the furnace operates safely and as efficiently as possible.ò 

Plumbing needs checking as well, Franzman explained. ñYou need to disconnect the hose from the outside 

faucet and drain it down for the winter. Ensure the hose is completely drained so it does not freeze with water in 

it. We get calls from people whoôve forgotten and the faucet has 

frozen and split and needs to be replaced in the spring.ò  

Folks who also have a rain barrel need to disconnect it from the 

downspout and drain out the water so it doesnôt freeze in the 

winter, he cautioned. Finally, Franzman reminds readers to close 

outside vents or grates to keep the house warm during the winter.

2.   Noise:  There will be 3 stages instead of 4.  Concert is to stop at 11:00 on Saturday and 10:00 p.m. on 

Sunday.  The noise decibel level is still a concern and even though it may meet guidelines, it is still too loud for 

a residential area due to the heavy bass levels. However, the neighborhood attendees learned that the weather 

and cloud cover are mitigating factors. 

3.   Environmental issues:  The committee and Metro representatives will do a walk-through of the park before 

and after the concert.  Clean Vibes has been contracted to do clean up. 

In a follow-up letter to Hollander, the committee stated re: locating the 50,000+ attendant event being scheduled 

in our neighborhood: 

 ñOur stance is that Champions Park was not set up to be a heavy metal concert venue.  We realize that the city offers 

many different venues through the year but Louder Than Life was originally contracted without any input from the 

neighborhood.  

ñWhen researching heavy metal concerts around the country, they seem to be held at indoor arenas, urban entertainment 

districts or rural settings.  It is doubtful that the City would offer this promoter Cherokee, Iroquois or Waterfront Park etc. 

and we question why Champions Park, which is a Metro Park, does not fall into the same category.ò 

The committee continues to seek input from the hundreds of single-family, condo and apartment residents along and 

above Mellwood, as well as the neighborhoods beyond Zorn who can be affected by this event. In the past, the publicôs 

use of much of Champions Park has been pre-empted a week before the concert by set-up activities.
