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From District 9 Councilman Bill 
Hollander: 

We need your help to keep Clifton Heights green and 

clean.  So, what can you do?   

• When you see graffiti in the public right-of-

way in District 9 (street sign, utility box or 

pole, etc.), let us know so we can work to get 

it removed. 

• When you see graffiti on private property, call 

MetroCall at 3-1-1 or 574-5000. The property 

owner will be ordered to have it removed. 

• When you see litter, pick it up and throw it 

away!  Bring a bag on your walks and fill it 

up as you go.  You will feel better by 

improving your neighborhood and you might 

just make someone who sees you a little more 

responsible.  

• Carry a litterbag in your vehicle or bicycle. 

• Make sure your trash (and that includes 

cigarette butts) is securely placed in the proper receptacle.  

• Report a litterer to MetroCall:   https://louisvilleky.gov/government/metrocall-311/services/report-

litterer.  The owner of the vehicle will receive a letter saying that someone reported seeing litter being 

thrown from their vehicle, and reminding the owner that littering is punishable by a fine of up to $500 

and/or up to a year in jail.   

• Volunteer for community-wide cleanups.  The next D9 community-wide cleanup is in Clifton Heights 

on Saturday, April 14, starting at the corner of Brownsboro Road and Lindsay Avenue. In the meantime,  

you can organize your own efforts and sign out tools by contacting our office

The 20% Time Class is not the usual STEM classes (science, technology, engineering and math) that you would 

expect in a middle school. Instead of working at individual classroom desks during these classes, students work 

independently and in committees often at the school library, to tackle various parts of the project.  

 “We walked the students through the research and writing process to build competency in these areas before 

diving into their individual projects of student choice,” explained science teacher Caitlin Ousley. She and 

Principal Mary Parola recently published an article (February 1, 2018) about their project and the classes’ focus 

in the Catholic weekly publication, The Record. 

To supply the additional equipment required for some of these projects, 

students are handling their own fundraising. During the past two years, 

students have funded the initial parts of the project, earning $6,500 so far. 

There will be additional student-run fundraisers (i.e., bake sales & book sales) 

to pay for the rest of the projects. They also appealed to the St. Leonard 

Parish Council in February for support. 

By mid-February 2018, half of the school Library was devoted to the 

Makerspace for all school students to use. These students helped 

to arrange bookshelves and tables to create new library spaces 

for younger students to use. An Internet definition defines a 

makerspace as a space “that it is often equipped with 3D 

printers, laser cutters, various milling devices, and more.” Several students have already learned to use 

soldering irons to create robotic devices. 

As grades 6-8 come together twice a week in small groups to explore, to learn, serve, 

lead and succeed, they are guided by one of four teachers. During any given class period 

they might be organizing an agenda for their next meeting, developing fund raising, 

moving book shelves in the library, and designing the painting of newly created areas, or 

creating a robotic item to interact with parts of the map. Some meet at the partially 

renovated school library, others might be in other parts of the school. 

Students are currently painting one wall to create a computerized Green Screen area for 

multimedia projects.  Plans also include replacing part of the carpet in the space with 

school colors, they said. “Students are divided into eight different committees with six 

people on each committee,” reported Nia Gandolfo, Grade 8, to the parish council. “You 

can see more about the 20% program on the parish website,” she added. 

For robotics sessions, the library has installed a large table supporting a Lego-community 

laid out on a painted surface and its robotics devices. “This map is a town for students to 

complete different challenges related to water, using their robots,” said Joe Reed, 

Technology Coordinator. Various pieces comprised the town. Several robotic devices, 

including a Lego EV3 robot with various attachments, were placed in the “town square.” When released, one 

program had the scooper roll across the tabletop and lift a plastic manhole cover. 

“During the First Lego League (FLL), competition students had to complete different water related tasks. Our 

4th grade team of three students placed third out of 27 regional teams for robot performance. The FLL theme 

for 2018 is Hydrodynamics,” said Reed. “The students on the robotics team also learned about water 

conservation. They created a plate that encouraged diners to eat more food that uses a minimal amount of water 

to produce,” added Ousley

. “Students will transition back and forth to their individual projects - questions or problems that they would like 

to answer or solve that are not routinely covered in school,” said Ousley. 

This “Makerspace” is a collaborative place that encourages students with shared interests, especially in 

computing or technology, to gather to work on projects while sharing ideas, equipment, and knowledge. 

Students collaborating on a project are likely to include persons from each of the middle school grades having 

similar interests in a project. 

There are three, 3D printers available in the 

Makerspace. In learning to use the printers, the 

students created a solid logo of their initials (shown 

at right). Students, along with teachers, integrate the 

STEM-oriented makerspaces into other disciplines 

and the traditional learning space.
